They 
have solar powered lighting, self-contained bathrooms with solar heated showers, large living rooms, with 
handmade furniture and decorated with African art and colourful fabrics.

The island never gets crowded even when fully booked and it is worth spending at least three nights here 
to get into the spirit of the place and fully relax. Take a book, laze about and just watch the dhows sailing 
by. The whole of Chumbe Island is a nature reserve and you can explore it with the resident park rangers 
or at your leisure.
